This spring has brought some welcome rains
and the drought has lessened. However, until we
see several months in a row of normal to above
normal rainfall, we are not out of the woods. If
June or July turns out to be much drier than normal,
we will be right back where we were last year. The
long-range outlook for the summer indicates that
precipitation should average out about normal,
while there is a good chance temperatures will
average a bit below normal. After last August, a
cooler summer for 2008 would be quite welcome
indeed.

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June In The Rose Garden

Observe – The first flush of spring bloom is
finishing in our garden, and summer is now
arriving in earnest. Look around for that
welcome second flush of roses, but watch out for
the usual assault from summer rose enemies in
your garden. Japanese beetles, blackspot, thrips,
and spider mites will besiege our roses in the next
couple of months.
Water – We've had some occasional rain, but the
drought continues. We're averaging about 4"
(23%) short for the year, and north Georgia is
still in Level 4 drought, so local watering
restrictions continue. At best, you can legally
water by hand for 25 minutes before 10am, three
days a week on an even-odd schedule; no
sprinklers or irrigation systems are allowed. To
see your county's rules, check
www.outdoorwateruse.com. Rain barrels and
gray water will expand your watering options,
and food crops may be watered any time.

Drought Status As Of May 12, 2008
Feed – Our babies are hungry! After all those
spring blooms they need to stoke up to produce
the next flush. Roses don't eat, they drink their
nutrients, which can be hard to arrange when the
weather is hot and water is scarce. Organic, time-
release, and liquid fertilizers are less likely to
burn roots. Be sure not to let your plants dry out
after fertilizing them, to protect them from root
burn.

Spray – Powdery mildew flourishes in high
humidity when leaves stay dry, while blackspot
multiplies when water stands on leaves for
several hours. With our recent afternoon
thunderstorms, after which leaves stay wet
overnight, we're moving into blackspot season.
Manage with regular fungicide sprays, early in
the day, so they have time to dry before it rains.
For best results, use a combination of a systemic
fungicide (triforine, myclobutanil) and a contact
fungicide (mancozeb, chlorothalonil) mixed
together, sprayed at 7-day intervals, or at 14-day
intervals if you use Banner Maxx (propiconazole)
or Compass (trifloxystrobin) as the systemic. If
disease has already set in for you, try increasing
the frequency with which you spray, maybe to as
often as every three days, for two to three weeks,
until the problem is under control. If you choose
to spray for Japanese beetles (and many of us
don't), Sevin or Orthene must be applied at
frequent intervals, since the beetles will fly in
from a mile away to feast at gardens as luscious
as ours. Spraying insecticides will hasten the
invasion of spider mites, so be sure to wash the
underside of leaves whenever you can, or spray
with Avid, Floramite, Hexygon, or Forbid.
Prune – We don't need to prune much this
month, the Japanese beetles will do it for us!
These beetles are attracted to the color and
fragrance of roses. We can make life less
interesting for them, and have less damage from
them in our gardens, if we'll cut all blooms as
soon as they start to open. There will be less
color in the garden for a few weeks, but we'll get
to enjoy the roses indoors, and the beetles won't.
Mulch – Mulch helps to keep soil from drying
out too fast, and it also keeps the soil cooler in
the summer. If your mulch is getting thin, add
more now, to conserve that scarce water. You
can fertilize through the mulch, so you don't have
to pull it away over the summer.
Plant – This time of year, we can plant roses in
containers or in the garden only if we're sure
they'll be watered regularly. New roses are much
too delicate to be abandoned to a once-a-week
hit-or-miss watering schedule, though.
Enjoy – June can be frustrating, but don't forget
to stop and smell the roses!
